1/ HOTEL MANAGEMENT TRAINING IN FRANCE

For students dedicated to a career in hotel management in all its forms, (kitchen and restaurant management, accommodation, business and financial development), we offer the chance to discover the french way in High Quality french Hotels. At the same time and during the entire program, participants will receive free full board accommodation at the Hotel and 90 euros per week.
Program Description

The program comprises two different parts. An 8 weeks training followed by a work experience. In total the length of the program will last between two and six months. The exact length will be decided by the Hotel Manager according to candidate’s profile and the Hotel needs.

After the training the participant will usually stay at the same Hotel and will put in practice what s/he learnt during the training. S/he will still be supervised by the Hotel Manager but will work as an employee of the Hotel and will respect the rules as any other member of the staff.

Example of the Training Period:

· Kitchen Management (2 weeks)

· Restaurant (3 weeks)

· Hotel accommodation (2 weeks)

· Management and accountancy (1 week)

Participants will be placed all over France in a 2 or 3 stars Hotel. They cannot choose the location which can vary during the program depending on the needs of the Hotels. In any case Nacel International guarantees a placement with eventual changes at no extra cost.

Program Requirements

· Applicants should be between 18 and 28 years old

· They must have a student status and have a qualification in Hotel or Catering administration.

· They must have a good knowledge of the French Language.

Students will therefore be considered as trainees and don’t need any work permit to participate to the program. Nevertheless placements for non-EU participants are limited to 3 months, with the possibility to extend the Visa when in France. Application Deadline & Procedure
Every dossier should be emailed 3 months before the date of arrival.   

The program can be run all the year round. We will process the first screening and then contact the Hotel Manager to check availability.
After acceptation of the dossier, a contract called “Convention de Stage” must be signed between the Hotel, the trainee and the Educative Organism or Institution. There will be a cancellation fee of US$ 200 applicable whatever the reason after we received the dossier.

Price: US$ 2.000 (whatever the length)

Program fees include: Placement in the Hotel with full board accommodation, the training, the support & assistance from Nacel representatives, 90 euros of pocket money per week for the participant.

2/ WORK & STUDY PROGRAM IN FRANCE

Program Objective

This program is designed to offer students wishing to perfect their French language skills in a French-speaking environment while gaining a professional experience.

No payment is made to the student therefore this program should not be confused with a student job. However a place on the Normandy Work experience program will offer real opportunities and responsibilities in a company environment.

Nevertheless every student will be given all possible help and assistance to find a remunerated place in parallel with that of their program placement in order to contribute to living expenses while in France. French in Normandy will provide each student with a maximum of 2 interviews for remunerated places but the final choice will be left to the potential employer.

Applicant Requirements

- Language Level: A good basic level of French language knowledge preferred but we will accept beginners although their work placements choice may be limited if they fail to make sufficient progress in the first part of the course. Clearly students with a low level of French language skills will need to complete a longer period of pre-course language training.

- Minimum Age: 20
- Educational Qualifications: Current tertiary studies (and preferably work experience) in the nominated field of placement.  Applicant MUST ensure that the placement request is fully supported by experience and relevant study background.

Types of placements

Participants may choose from the following areas for their work placement: Sales, marketing and Client Relations, Secretarial and Office, Information and document management, Human Resources Management, Tourism, Retail Outlets.

Course Structure 

The program is organized as follows: 

A minimum of a one month language course (depending on level) for all students up to 6 months of French language studies in a group of 8 participants maximum for low level French language students.

Then the student will transfer to the place of Work experience for 15 hours per week. Work Placements are for a minimum of one month and a maximum of 3 months. During this time the student will have fortnightly sessions with their Course Tutor; one day per week will be dedicated to developing professional and technical language and management skills, and one day for general language skills. 

Accommodation

- Host Families: Students may stay with paid host families. The price includes half board (breakfast and evening meal) and full board at the weekend, and lodging (room, linen, electricity and water charges).

Self-Catering Student Residences or Furnished Flats:  We have a good selection of other types of accommodation please ask us for further details.

Applications Procedure

There is a minimum application period of 3 months from the application being received in France to the intended arrival date.  This is necessary to ensure that a suitable position is found and accepted by the applicant prior to his/her departure for France.

Please note that before leaving their home country, applicants receive information regarding the host company and host family. The usual entry dates are April and September.

Cancellation Fee

Once placement has been confirmed, applicants are given 10 days to accept the position offered to them.  If, during this period, an applicant withdraws from the program, no cancellation fee will be charged.  If an applicant withdraws from the work experience program after the 10 days of acceptance period, a cancellation fee of 350 € will be charged.
